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In October 2003, our 28-year-old son Zane was diagnosed with a glioblastoma.  Since the diagnosis, we have learned many lessons of wisdom on how to cope, as parents, with our son’s illness.  These lessons have helped immeasurably to nourish our spirit and bolster our hope.  An important source of nourishment has been our volunteer work with NBTS.  Through NBTS, we have come to broaden our perspective and see that this illness affects not only our son, but also hundreds of thousands of people all over the country.  For us, NBTS represents support for patients and their families, important research and optimism for the future.
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
